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PCRWC Selected Charity: C.A.S.A.

C.A.S.A. (Court Appointed Special Advocates) has been chosen as a charity that our club
wants to help. Each year, approximately 780,000 children are caught up in the court and
child welfare maze because they are unable to live safely at home. Many of these children
have parents who cannot or will not take care of them, and therefore assistance is needed
at several levels. Into these children’s lives come dozens of strangers: police, foster par-
ents, therapists, social workers, judges, lawyers, and more. Hopefully, one of these strang-

ers is a CASA volunteer.

CASA volunteers are appointed by judges to watch over and advocate for abused and ne-
glected children, to make sure they do not get lost in the overburdened legal and social
service system or languish in an inappropriate group or foster home. They stay with each
case until it is closed and the child is placed in a safe, permanent home. For many abused
children, their CASA volunteer will be the one constant adult presence—the one adult who
cares only for them.

Last year, more than 68,000 CASA volunteers served more than 240,000 abused and ne-
glected children through 1,018 program offices. CASA volunteers have helped more than
two million abused children since the first program was established in 1977.

“ON THE HILL: |

President Barack Obama rolled out his fiscal 2011 budget this month, telling the nation which federal programs he supports
and which ones he’s cutting. The budget reveals that he is more concerned about the nation’s unemployment rate than he is
about the federal deficit—at least in the short term. Like any politician, Obama is focused on rewarding friends and not ene-
mies, prompting huge increases in education and deep cuts in oil industry subsidies. Obama would also allow former Presi-
dent George W. Bush'’s tax cuts to expire—effectively raising taxes on families making more than $250,000 a year, some of
the people Bush awarded with his tax cuts. Voters say they’'re worried about what they see as runaway government spending
under Obama. But the White House senses that they’re a ot more worried about keeping their jobs—or getting work if they
are unemployed- and it seems to be playing for time by promising to attack the deficit, later. Obama wants to set up a bipar-
tisan commission to come up with the answers as to how. Conservatives immediately voiced their displeasure, claiming that
Obama is “governing as a tax and spend and borrow liberal”, and that he is clearly “extending the nation’s spending and debt
spree” The clear budget winners: Education, Civilian research/development, Small business, and Harry Reid/Nevada.
Budget Losers: The Moon, some Defense Contractors, Oil and Gas.

STATEMENT FROM RNC CHAIRMAN MICHAEL STEELE ON STATE OF THE UNION ADDRESS
